The goal of
IMPACT is to give students the opportunity to earn a high
school as well as a college diploma or at least to
accumulate college hours. In June 2014, IMPACT
graduated 89 seniors, and in 2015, 74 seniors earned
high school diplomas. Many of these students also
received associate degrees from Lee College.

IMPACT moved to the Peter E. Hyland Center campus in
portable buildings for the 2014-2015 school year. The new
school at the site of the old Goose Creek CISD
Administration Building opened its doors to students in
